“ISTIL (Ukraine)” continuous investing in its production development
CJSC Mini Steel Mill “ISTIL (Ukraine)” being an example of successful foreign investment, now one of the most advanced steel mills in Ukraine, celebrated its 7th Anniversary on July 7, 2006. 

Since 1999 ISTIL Group has invested over USD 150 million in the development of its production facilities. The first stage investment has resulted in the state-of-the art steelmaking process with pollution-free melting, refining and continuous casting. In order to occupy the niche of the competitive steel manufacturer and steel trader in the global market “ISTIL (Ukraine)” pursues the policy of continuous upgrading of the entire steelmaking facilities and technological process which enables to successively boost the production and develop the infrastructure. 

Within the second stage of the technical reequipment aimed at increase of steel production in 2005 the Mill purchased four Fuchs scrap handling machines, installed a new 87MBA transformer of ABB company (Italy) and a new steam generator. At the beginning of 2006 a press shears of AKROS company (France) were put into operation. The production rate of this equipment is 60 t/h. By the  Day  of celebration of the 7th Anniversary of the Mill the foundation for the second press shears was laid. 

The important stage in the development of the rolling production became the commissioning of the Quench and Temper furnace line of CAN ENG production, designed for heat treatment of Specialty Bar Quality rounds. Such rolled products are characterized by the high-strength properties and are applied in the machine-building, motor-car industry and in the metal working. ISTIL (Ukraine) became the third CIS company, producing improved heat-treated rolled stock of large diameter. 

The construction of the new oxygen compressor plant with capacity of 15,000 m3/h is at full speed. This plant will supply oxygen, nitrogen and argon to completely meet the demands of the steelmaking process and will allow the Mill to decline the services of the other suppliers. The commissioning of the oxygen compressor unit is scheduled for September of 2006. 

In April 2006 ISTIL (Ukraine) implemented a new information model of resources planning and management based on mySAP ERP system. It was the first project of mySAP ERP implementation in Ukraine. It was considered to be one of the best and quick projects. 

Social aspect of the Mill’s activity is also very important. In 2005 the project of labour rehabilitation of disabled and handicapped people was launched. Currently 122 disabled people are working at the Mill (4,5% of the total personnel).I 

stil Group has also been successfully developing: in the nearest future two rolling mills will be constructed: one in Serbia and one in the United Arab Emirates, aimed for production of rolled stock from the bars manufactured at CJSC MMW ISTIL (Ukraine).
